Myth 3 of the 12

MythS of Golf by Tom Wishon

The lower the loft of my driver,
the further I will hit the ball.

Yes, this statement is true....if your
name happens to be John Daly. For the
rest of us mere mortals, to get more
distance off the tee you will probably
need a HIGHER loft.

I'm sure at one time or another you've
used a garden hose. Imagine you have
the water turned on fully and you are
trying to get as much distance as
possible with the water. Now suppose
that someone reduces the water
pressure by a third, you can feel the
loss of pressure and the subsequent
loss of distance. So what do you
automatically do to recover the lost
distance. Exactly you raise the angle of
the hose.

Its exactly the same with a driver, if
you have a very fast swing speed (i.e.
the water pressure is full on) you need
a lower loft to obtain maximum

distance. But if you have a slower swing
speed (i.e. the water pressure has been
reduced) you need a higher loft to obtain
distance.

What you CANNOT do is match a slow
swing speed with a low lofted driver,
which is the equivalent of reducing the
water pressure and lowering the angle of
the hose, then wondering why the water
isn’t going as far.

If you still doubt me look at the figures
in the following table ,where the listing
for a gomph swing speed, with a +2.5
degree upward angle of attack in the
swing, which is about average for most
men with a driver. The distance
achieved by your “water hose” increases
as the launch angle (loft) goes UP not
down. This holds true until around 13
degrees of loft, when the distance
achieved starts to go down. However if
the angle of attack is level or downward,
you will need even more loft to obtain
optimum carry distance.

So how fast can you reasonably expect to swing your driver ..........c...... WITH CONTROL

The only way to be absolutely sure is to
be measured by a professional club-
maker, but this is where you probably
are:

Average female golfer 65mph
Average male golfer 85 mph
Average female Tour Player 97 mph
Average male Tour Player 110 mph

Average Long Drive competitor is
between 135 and 155 mph.

So do you still want a 9 or 10 degree
driver ? To get the maximum distance
using a 10 degree driver, you will need a
swing speed (with control) of around
100 mph and with a 9 degree diver you
would need to generate a swing speed
of around 110mph. The rest of us in the
80/90 mph speed ranges will get the
most from an 11, 12 or 13 degree driver
and for most women and slow swinging
males a 14 degree or higher loft will be

necessary to maximise your distance.

However all is not lost because the loft
on your favourite Callaway, Taylor-
Made or Ping driver, may not be what it
says on the sole plate. Most drivers are
in fact one or two degrees more than
indicated and are what would kindly be
described as “Vanity Lofts”. Why not
get yours measured, you never know it
may be OK.

The fitting centre , which we thought
was the best available in the Midlands
and which has proved to be a great
success, has been revamped already
with the addition of more state of the
art hardware and software. To
compliment the Zelocity Launch
Monitor we have added the
innovative I-Club
system, which provides a visual swing
pattern, both of the backswing and the
downswing, together with the transi-
tion between the two phases. Viewed
from the front, the back and the top it
shows clearly any swing faults, no

matter how small and we can then work
with the player to correct the fault. We
will combine this with a digital
camcorder and motion software, which
will provide a freeze frame capability.

When you combine all this with the
amazing Advanced Golf Solutions
Ball Fitting Software, which works in
conjunction with the information that
we receive from the Zelocity Launch
Monitor, it completes yet another part
of the golf jigsaw. (see page 4)

During the coming months we will
additionally enhance the already
comprehensive facilities with some
“state of the art” putter fitting equip-
ment, an area which we believe is of
equal importance to correct club fitting.

We have yet to decide on which system

best suits our criteria, but it will hope-
fully be up and running by the Spring.

Another system that we are currently
investigating on the club building front
is MOI (Moment of Inertia) matching,
to replace the now very ancient system
of swingweight matching.

MOI matching enables us to produce
set of clubs that are truly identical in
swing feel, which in simple terms it is
what sets MOI matching apart from
just matching to the same swingweight.
